Assault

DEFAULT PRIORITY: 3

GENERAL

An assault occurs when someone intentionally, knowingly or recklessly causes injury to another party. Ascertain quickly if an ambulance is needed, if so, dispatch EMS; be sure to document the assault in the comments so that Fire/EMS will be aware of the nature of this type of call.
PHONES

Obtain the following information:

1. Address/location of occurrence;
2. Time lapse;
3. Suspect information;
4. Weapons;
5. Injuries (if so, dispatch EMS); 
6. RP contact information;
7. If the RP wishes contact; and,
8. If the call is in-progress and the caller is not in danger, keep them on the line. If this is not feasible, have the caller keep an open line as this may assist in getting further information.

RADIO

Priority 1: dispatch two officers within one minute of receipt. Dispatch priority 3 calls within 10 minutes. Dispatch one officer for a cold assault report within 30 minutes of receipt. If no one is available to respond, advise a patrol sergeant that the call is pending and document this action in CAD.
