Auto Theft

DEFAULT PRIORITY: 4

GENERAL

Use this type code when a vehicle has been taken without permission from the registered owner.

PHONES

Obtain the following information:

1. Address/location where the theft occurred;
2. Time lapse and direction of travel, if recent;
3. Vehicle description (CYMBALS);
4. Suspect description;
5. RP contact information;
6. If the RP wishes contact; and,
7. Ascertain if the vehicle was legally parked and if payments are up-to-date.

Check with RIS to confirm the vehicle has not been impounded or repossessed.

Vehicles whose ownership is in dispute due to pending divorce or legal separation are not considered stolen. The vehicle may be community property and the caller should recover the vehicle through civil procedures. If the RP is unwilling to do that, have an officer contact them.

RADIO

Dispatch priority two calls within one minute of receipt. Dispatch priority 4 within 10 minutes of receipt. If no one is available to respond, advise a patrol sergeant that the call is pending and document this action in CAD.
