Bomb Threat

DEFAULT PRIORITY: 1

GENERAL

Use this type code when a caller has received a bomb threat or when a bomb threat is called in directly to the PSAP.  This type may also be used for a found device.

PHONES

Obtain the following information:

1. Address/location of the threat;
2. The expected time of detonation;
3. Type of device, if known;
4. If the suspect is still on phone;
5. What the suspect said;
6. Any suspect information based on the conversation, i.e., male/female, accent, etc.;
7. If evacuating the premise; and,
8. RP contact information.

Do not tell the caller what to do in regards to an evacuation. Advise them to follow their organizational procedures. If the call is received at the public safety building, BPFC should notify each section commander/manager or designated supervisor and the fire department’s administrative offices.

RADIO

Dispatch one unit and tell the patrol supervisor of the call within 1 minute of receipt. If no one is available to respond, advise a patrol sergeant that the call is pending and document this action in CAD. The patrol supervisor determines how many additional units should be dispatched to the incident and if fire/EMS units should respond.

When officers arrive, they will examine the package or device and determine if the bomb squad needs to respond or be notified. If members of the bomb squad are on duty, dispatch them to the call we well. Once on scene, officers will be off the air as some devices can be triggered by radio transmissions.
