CCIC is a computerized information system established as a service to all criminal justice agencies. 

The mission: to provide and maintain accurate and timely documented criminal justice information in an effort to prevent crime, protect life and property and enable the rapid exchange of valid and complete information among criminal justice agencies. 
This computerized system can be accessed via [include information on how your employees access CCIC].
Criminal justice information is defined as: information collected by a criminal justice agency that is needed for the performance of their legally authorized and required function.

CCIC/NCIC is not to be accessed and/or used for personal use. CCIC/NCIC is not to be accessed and/or used from home or any computer that is beyond the control of [PSAP]. {PSAP} users shall never query their personal names in any manner unless for official criminal justice purposes (offical criminal justice purposes does not constitute training or the checking system response/readiness).
{PSAP} users shall remain current on CBI/CCIC events by reading the monthly newsletter.
All rules and regulations set forth by the Colorado bureau of Investigation (CBI) will be adhered to by all {psap} personnel.
When reading back warrants, include full name, DOB and physical description. This helps to prevent mistakes from being made; likewise, it assists officers in making an informed decision as to whether or not an arrest should be made.
