Colorado Life Trak (CLT)

Colorado Life Trak (CLT) has established partnerships with many law enforcement and public safety agencies across the country. In doing so, deployment of specially trained rescue personnel who have the latest technology available are able to quickly locate and return at-risk adults and children to their loved ones and caregivers.
Colorado Life Trak is a radio transmission system designed to assist law enforcement and rescue agencies in locating lost or missing persons who have been diagnosed with Alzheimer’s, autism, dementia, or other disorders that may prohibit them from communicating personal information such as who they are or where they live. This program is designed for children and adults who have the propensity to wander from their homes and who may get lost.
Colorado Life Trak is a coordinated countywide project partnering County and Municipal law enforcement and emergency response agencies. Colorado Life Trak can help provide peace of mind to caregivers. However, it does not replace the need for supervised care.

The transmitter is a small circular radio device on a wristband, approximately the size of a wristwatch. The transmitters and wristbands are worn 24 hours a day, 7 days a week and are difficult to remove without the appropriate tools. If the participant becomes lost or missing, the Sheriff’s Office and emergency response services have specialized tracking equipment to help isolate the location of the transmitter the participant is wearing. The search will start from the last known location of the participant and work outward until the transmission signal is obtained. The goal is to determine the location of the signal in a quick, timely manner, minimizing the risk of harm to the loved one.
Several of {geographic area}’s law enforcement agencies participate in CLT. This program is coordinated by {lead agency}. [Include contact information for lead agency and other participating agencies.  Include notification instructions when a search procedure is activated.]
This program works quite simply; at-risk adults or children wear their transmitter either as a bracelet or an anklet. This transmitter emits a signal on an assigned frequency. If an enrolled, at-risk adult or child is missing and wearing such a transmitter, rescue personnel are able to use a receiver to intercept and track the signal, ultimately finding the missing person.

{PSAP} maintains a database of those enrolled in CLT. This database contains pertinent client information such as description, photograph and transmitter number and frequency. This database is in the form of a notebook which is located at the center turn-style. Client information is kept at all participating {geographic area} agencies as a redundancy.

Procedure
When an RP reports an at-risk adult or child missing, the call taker is to determine if the missing person is enrolled in CLT. Once established, the call taker will immediately obtain the following information:
1. Name and date of birth;
2. Participant’s complete description;
3. Last known location;
4. Time last seen;
5. Mental health status;
6. Medications taken;
7. Frequency and number of the transmitter; and,
8. RP contact and location information.
The call taker should also refer to the Colorado Life Trak Notebook for further information on the missing person. The dispatcher should query the person in CCIC.

Dispatch an appropriate beat car to the RP’s location within one minute of receipt. If no one is available to respond, advise a patrol sergeant that the call is pending and document this action in CAD.
Colorado Life Trak (CLT) CCIC File
Purpose

The Colorado Life Trak File is a repository for law enforcement to share information regarding individuals participating in the Colorado Life Trak program, described below. The sharing of this data will help law enforcement personnel find endangered missing persons who are participants in this program who have become lost outside the jurisdiction of the agency who registered them. The frequency entered in the record will allow agencies in any participating jurisdiction quickly calibrate their tracking equipment to seek the transmitter of the lost individual.

Colorado Life Trak Record Entry:

Criteria for Entry

An entry in the Colorado Life Trak file must be supported by enrollment documentation held by the law

enforcement agency entering the record.

Guidelines:

The entering agency (ORI) must enter all available data. Missing data obtained at a later time should be promptly added through the use of a modify message (MKE/MPLS).

The caregiver’s contact information including name of the person and a contact phone number should be included in the MIS/ field whenever possible.

Enter Frequency into two fields after FRQ placing all numbers before the decimal point in the first box, and the numbers after in the second. (Example: 101.54 = FRQ/101./54.)

An ORI attempting to enter a record on a person it already has entered will receive a reject message. An entry on the same individual will be accepted providing the originating agencies are different. The agency making the second entry will receive the record already on file at the time the second entry is acknowledged. This notification should lead to some form of communication between the two agencies.

Interactive Entry

This is a CCIC only file; there is no interactive entry.

Validation

There is no validation requirement for this file, but records are still required to be accurate, complete and timely. Records shall be deleted by entering agency when no longer needed.

Purge

Colorado Life Trak records will not purge.
