Criminal Mischief

DEFAULT PRIORITY: 4

GENERAL

This call type describes the unlawful or intentional damage of the real or personal property of another. It includes graffiti, smashing windows, egging a house, keying vehicles, toilet papering a house, letting the air out of tires, etc. If the call is cold and there is no suspect information, the caller also has the option of [include information for making a report online or by phone].

PHONES

Obtain the following information:

1. Address/location of occurrence;
2. Nature of the incident;
3. Time lapse;
4. Suspect information;
5. RP contact information; and,
6. If the RP wishes contact.

Online reporting is available for non-emergency, non-violent crimes or incidents in which there is no suspect information.

RADIO

For in-progress calls, dispatch within one minute of receipt to the appropriate beat car. Dispatch priority 4 calls within 10 minutes and priority 6 within 30 minutes. If no one is available to respond, advise a patrol sergeant that the call is pending and document this action in CAD. For cold reports, air the address and event type and the rest of the details are available to the officer through the MDC. If no one is available to respond, advise a patrol sergeant that the call is pending and document this action in CAD.
