Criminal Trespass

DEFAULT PRIORITY: 4

GENERAL

This call type is used when a motor vehicle is broken into or entered with the intent to steal an item from inside.

PHONES

Obtain the following information:

1. Address/location of occurrence;
2. Time lapse;
3. Suspect information;
4. RP contact information; and,
5. If the RP wishes contact.

Because of the possibility of physical evidence on scene, these calls should be given to patrol.

RADIO

Dispatch in-progress calls to the appropriate beat car within one minute of receipt. Dispatch priority 4 calls within 10 minutes and priority 6 within 30 minutes. If no one is available to respond, advise a patrol sergeant that the call is pending and document this action in CAD. For cold calls, air the address and event type and the rest of the details are available to the officer through the MDC. If the MDCs are inoperable or the officer is not equipped with one, all call details should be aired.
