Driving Under the Influence

DEFAULT PRIORITY: 2

GENERAL

Use this call type for reports of a DUI driver. This may also be referred to as a REDDI (Report Every Drunk Driver Immediately) report.

PHONES

Obtain the following information:

1. Address/location of the DUI;

2. Direction of travel;
3. Time lapse;
4. Vehicle description (CYMBALS);
5. Description of the driving behavior (articulate reason for DUI);
6. RP contact information;
7. If caller is following, their vehicle description; and,
8. If the RP wishes contact.

Do not ask or tell the RP to follow a possible DUI driver. Leave the decision to the caller. It may be helpful to responding units for the RP to turn on their hazard lights, especially at night.

If they insist on following, or headed the same direction, keep them on the phone and get updates for the officer(s). Record all of the updates in CAD.

If officers are able to stop the vehicle and the RP is willing, have them pull in behind the officer after he makes the stop and wait in their vehicle until the officers’ approach them.

RADIO

Dispatch to appropriate car within one minute of receipt. If no one is available to respond, advise a patrol sergeant that the call is pending and document this action in CAD.
