Felony Menacing

DEFAULT PRIORITY: 2

GENERAL

Felony menacing occurs when a person places or attempts to place another person in fear of imminent bodily injury with a weapon. The victim should be able to articulate that they are in fear.

PHONES

Obtain the following information:

1. Address/location of occurrence;
2. Time lapse;
3. Type of weapon used;
4. Description of the event, i.e., a gun was pointed, a knife was pulled;
5. Suspect(s) description;
6. If the caller and/or victim are in a safe location;
7. RP contact information; and,
8. If the RP wishes contact.

If possible, keep the caller on the phone until police arrive.

RADIO

Dispatch two units within one minute of receipt. If no one is available to respond, advise a patrol sergeant that the call is pending and document this action in CAD.
