Intoxicated Person
DEFAULT PRIORITY: 3

GENERAL

This call type is used to report an intoxicated person in public who is not causing any other problems.
PHONES

Obtain the following information:

1. Address/location of the person;
2. Description(s);
3. Other circumstances that cause the situation to escalate (begging for money, stumbling, yelling, etc.);
4. RP contact information; and,
5. If the RP wishes contact.

If the person is unconscious or appears to need medical attention, dispatch EMS.

RADIO

Calls coded as priority 1 should be dispatched within one minute of receipt to two officers. Calls coded at priority 3 should be dispatched to two units within 10 minutes of receipt. If no one is available to respond, advise a patrol sergeant that the call is pending and document this action in CAD.
