Amber Alert
AMBER Alert: America’s Missing Broadcast Emergency Response.
Criteria as set by state protocols for issuing an AMBER Alert:
1. The child must be 17 years of age or younger;
2. The child must be in immediate danger of serious bodily harm or death;
3. There must be enough descriptive information to believe a broadcast will assist or help in the child’s recovery; and,
4. The activation must be requested by the local law enforcement agency and/or jurisdiction.
Procedure

A patrol supervisor must request activation of the AMBER Alert system through {PSAP}. {PSAP} will call the Colorado Bureau of Investigation (CBI) at 303-239-4211 and advise of the need for an AMBER Alert. AMBER Alert personnel will need the following information:
1. The identity of the law enforcement agency and the officer making the request;
2.  Confirmation that the child has been abducted rather than a runaway or victim of parental abduction. (AMBER Alert is not to be used for runaways or parental abductions unless the investigation determines that the child may be in imminent danger);
3. Factual information regarding the circumstances of the abduction that would indicate the child is in danger of serious bodily harm or death; and,
4. A complete description of the child and if known:
a. The abductor;
b. The abductor’s mode of transportation; and,
c. The last known location and/or direction of travel.
Document all of this information in the CAD call. Document the name of the AMBER Alert representative spoken with at CBI. Upon receipt of the case information, CBI will forward the information to the Emergency Alert System (EAS) for broadcast via radio and television. CBI will remain available for updated information from the requesting agency as well as the cancellation of the alert. It is critical the alert be cancelled immediately upon recovery of the child.
